The emphasis in this class is on developing and refining the skills of reading, writing, speaking and listening through guided instruction, practice, and group work.  The intention is to improve our overall performance and abilities in the area of English language arts.
Materials: Students are expected to come to class prepared. This includes: having a working microphone, web-camera your text book, and whatever materials are required at that time.
Classwork: Is due each day in the chatbox. A lot of this course depends on in class discussions, lecture, writing and class work. Assignments will be collected and checked regularly. Late work will be accepted for half credit only. If a student does poorly on any given assignment (that was turned in ON TIME) they have the opportunity to re do the assignment for half the points they missed. Assignments can also be submitted to me via e-mail but you have to ok it with me first (I generally don’t take assignments through email but will make exceptions in some cases)
Grades: Grades are based on a standard scales 90-100 A, 89-80B, 79-70C, 69-60D below 60 F .

Participation: 
Here is a breakdown of how my participation grades work.  Choice 2000 is on a Trimester schedule.  Each trimester is 12 weeks long.  For each week, you will be given 100 points at the beginning of that week.  Each day in a week is worth 20 points (5 x 20 = 100)

 So you start out with an A+ in participation.  However, if I catch you not participating I take points away.  If I call on you and you fail to respond on the microphone then I take off 5 points.  If you don’t respond to me through the chat box, you lose 5 points.  So, if you do not respond at all, you lose 10 points.  10 points is half your daily points which equals an F for the day.  If you do not do the class work and submit it in the chat box, I take off a full 10 points as well; again, that is an F for the day.  If you fail to show up to school, you get no points for that day.  

Assignments:
This category is represented by the weekly quizzes and writing we do in class.  If you turn in the assignment as asked, then you receive your credit for the amount of answers you have correct.  

· Quizzes are all different and will have different point scales.  Some will be out of 20 and others may be out of 10.

· Essays will generally be graded on a 4 point scale that will be translated into the 100 point system. 
Benchmarks:  
There are 3 Benchmarks per trimester.  Each Benchmark test is given at the perception web page which can be reached on the Choice 2000 homepage.  There will be time allocated for Benchmark retakes.    
If there are technical problems, I do allow retakes but there has to be a minimum of 3 days between retakes.

Final:
The final is given once at the end of the course.  The final is worth 15% of your grade.  
Dropping the Lowest Score:

I drop the lowest score on the benchmark tests at the end of the Trimester.  I also Drop the lowest score between the benchmarks and the Final.  So, if you score lower on the final then you do on the Benchmarks I drop the score on the Final.  However, if you score higher on the final than one of your benchmarks then I drop a Benchmark.
